PHILOSOPHY OF EDUCATION
The Goal of Education

We believe the goal of education is to help students become purposeful, intelligent, ethical human beings capable of doing what is expected from a contributing member of society and capable of establishing and pursuing goals of their own choosing.

Schools Exist for Learners

We believe schools exist for the learner.  We believe schools should strive to enhance the excitement, joy, and curiosity that learners bring to school.

We recognize each learner has his/her set of interests, needs, and abilities.  The school must therefore provide varied opportunities for learning.

The school must assist each student in using and increasing learning skills in order to develop a clear understanding of how to live a productive life.

Schools Share the Responsibility of Education

We recognize that schools share with the home and the community at large the responsibility for educating children and youth.

We believe the programs of the school district should compliment the family, the home, and religious and ethical institutions.

We believe the community is an important resource for the school district.

We believe the community, staff, and students should have the opportunity to provide input regarding decisions affecting education.

Schools Share and Reflect Society

We believe schools both shape and reflect society.

We believe schools should assist students in developing the skills for effective communication and should provide an atmosphere in which communication between all persons can take place.

We believe schools should enable students to recognize their common humanity.

We believe schools should encourage students to formulate values so that they may live in society with mutual respect for the dignity of others.

I.  SCHOOL TIME

1.  School starts at 8:00 a.m.  All students must be in their rooms and in their seats at this time.

2.  Students may enter the building between 7:50 and 8:00 a.m.

3.  Students, not enrolled in the SACC program, are not to be at school before 7:50 a.m.  When students arrive before this time, it creates a supervision problem and does not allow the staff to plan and prepare for the day’s instruction.
4.  Students reporting after 8:00 a.m. will be marked tardy.
5.  School is dismissed at 2:40 p.m.  Students may be kept ten minutes to finish up the day without parents being notified.  The teacher may notify parents and keep students longer than ten minutes.

II.  ATTENDANCE

Our goal in the elementary schools is to help each child reach his/her full academic potential.  Naturally, in order to reach that goal, children must be present.  This past school year, our Board of Education adopted a new Attendance Policy.  Attendance Officers have been employed to monitor the absences and tardies for each building.  Following is a summary of that policy and the rewards and consequences associated with it:

Expectation I
The district will not accept tardies.  It is important for children to be in school, on time, everyday.

Consequences

A child is tardy if she/he is not in the classroom by 8:00 a.m.  If they are just entering the school building at that time, they will be counted tardy.

Any child who is tardy more than two (2) times per quarter will be assigned to an after-school “catch-up” session for one (1) hour on the next school day.  This same procedure will be enforced for every day the student is tardy thereafter.  This procedure will be enforced regardless of the age of the child or the minutes tardy.

Children who do not stay for the after-school “catch-up” session will be suspended from school until the parent contacts the Attendance Officer responsible for their school attendance area and obtains a permission to re-enter from that Attendance Officer.
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Parents will be held responsible for notifying the office as to where the child should go after school.  If parents are picking up the child, they must pick them up promptly at 3:40 p.m.

Expectation II
The district will not accept unexcused absences.  The district will understand and accept absences due to illness or injury.  Otherwise, the district will accept no more than two (2) absences per quarter excused by the parent/legal guardian.

Consequences

Schools will accept parent/guardian phone calls or notes to say a child is sick or injured, but only for two (2) occurrences per quarter.  After that, a physician’s statement must be turned into the office.  If your child has chronic health problems, that should be discussed with the nurse, and a doctor’s statement as to severity of the problem must be on file with the office or nurse.

If students are absent and parents do not phone or send a note the next day, that absence will be turned over to the Attendance Officer immediately.  Students who have unexcused absences will have to stay in the “catch-up” room for one (1) hour starting on the next school day.  They will have to stay one (1) hour each day for as many days as they were absent.

Any child who is absent more than two (2) times per quarter will be assigned to an after-school “catch-up” session for one (1) hour on the next school day.  This same procedure will be enforced for every day the student is absent thereafter.  This procedure will be enforced regardless of the age of the child.

Children who do not stay for the after-school “catch-up” session will be suspended from school until the parent contacts the Attendance Officer responsible for their school attendance area and obtains a permission to re-enter from that Attendance Officer.

Parents will be held responsible for notifying the office as to where the child should go after school.  If parents are picking up the child, they must pick them up promptly at 3:40 p.m.

Continued absences and tardies will be handled by the Attendance Office located at 8832 Cozens Avenue (across the street from the Jennings Junior High School), the Division of Family Services, and the Juvenile Court System.

PLEASE NOTE
There will be no negotiations about the Attendance Policy at the building level.  Any disputes about the policies must be resolved with the Attendance Officer.
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INCENTIVES!!!!!

1.  The primary reward will be an improved attitude about the importance of school and improved achievement at school.  However, children are usually not overly excited in the beginning about such internal incentives.

2.  We will have a system of daily incentives for students that will accumulate points toward an award or privilege.  We will also have certificates and events throughout the year to recognize students for good attendance.
III.   STUDENTS ARRIVING AND LEAVING SCHOOL

Students are expected to follow the most direct route to and from school.  Students should use the sidewalks, where available, and refrain from walking in the streets as much as possible.  Students should not stop at the store, friends’ houses, police station, etc.  We encourage all students to use the crosswalk.  Those students having to cross Jennings Station Road, should cross at Lena or at Emma, where a crossing guard will be on duty.

Students must obey the directions of the safety patrol at all times.  Students are expected to go directly home when dismissed.  Students being picked up in front of school should use the crosswalk and not jaywalk.  Parents picking up children in the “No Parking Zone” in front of school are subject to being ticketed by the Jennings Police Department.  Parents meeting students after school should meet them outside the building and should not go to the classroom door.

Students who walk home with brothers or sisters are not allowed to go to their rooms to meet them.  They are expected to wait in front of the Fairview Center if they go towards College, by the tree if they go towards the Police Station, and by the primary steps if they go out the back way.  Students will not be allowed to wait around for friends.

Parents are asked not to use the driveway between the Center and Fairview Elementary during the school hours of 7:45 a.m. to 3:40 p.m.

IV.   STUDENT INSURANCE

The Jennings School District will provide insurance for all uninsured students while on school property or any sponsored events.  If you have insurance, your insurance will have to cover the injury first.
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V.  OBJECTS IN SCHOOL

Students should never bring objects to school, which are not related to school.  Games, toys, puzzles, radios, pagers, cordless telephones, knives, and other objects which has not been requested by the teachers have no place in our school.  These items will be confiscated by the teacher and returned to the student at a later time.  Knives and other dangerous objects will be confiscated and turned in to the office and will need to be picked up by a parent or guardian.

VI.  EARLY DISMISSAL

If it is necessary for a child to leave school before 2:40 p.m., parents must report to the office and write out an excuse for the student.  We will then call the child to the office over the intercom.

For the security and safety of a child, we will not send a child home on a phone call or a note sent to school with the child.

Students will not be dismissed to strangers or persons not on the emergency list without proper identification and parental clearance.  If it is necessary that we have to close school early; please, make sure your child knows where he or she is to go.

VII.   STORM WARNINGS

In the event of storm warnings, the following general plan will be followed:

1.  The student body, as a group, will not be dismissed early.

2.  Students are always advised to go directly home from school.

3.  When a severe storm occurs while school is in session, children will remain in their classrooms unless a safer place in the building is accessible.

Additional related information will be furnished as necessary.

VIII.   EMERGENCY CLOSING OF SCHOOLS

The schools in the School District of Jennings will be in regular session each day as scheduled, except in cases of extremely bad weather or other severe emergency.  When an emergency closing of school becomes necessary, every effort will be made (as early as possible) to make announcement of such closing.  Radio and TV stations will be asked to broadcast the information.  (KMOX-1120 and MIX 97.1) on your radio dials and KMOV-Channel 4 or KSDK-Channel 5 will announce school closings.  Parents should instruct their children as to what to do if school is dismissed early.  Please do not call the school!
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IX.   CAFETERIA GUIDELINES AND PROCEDURES

All students are expected to eat lunch at school.  If it becomes necessary for a student to go home for lunch, the proper forms must be completed in the office.  Students then must be able to go home, eat, and return to school within their scheduled lunch time.

1.  When entering the cafeteria, students are under the direct supervision of the cafeteria monitor and should walk quietly and orderly.  They should go directly to their tables or through the serving line.

2.  Students should remain seated during their lunchtime and must get permission to leave their tables.

3.  Students must talk only with the students at their assigned table in a lowered tone of voice.  Excessive talking and noise interfere with the learning atmosphere in nearby classrooms.

4.  Students are expected to keep the tables and floor clean in the cafeteria at all times and are responsible for cleaning up any spills and messes, which they create.

5.  Upon completing their meal, the lunchroom supervisor will dismiss the students to turn in their utensils and trays.  Students should then line up quietly to return to their classroom.

6.  All food should be eaten in the lunchroom and no food should be taken from the cafeteria.

7.  Soda is not to be brought to school.

The lunch prices this year are $1.10 for regular lunch and 40 cents for reduced price lunches.  Extra milk is 25¢ a carton.  It will take a few days to process the applications, so you should make arrangements for your child’s lunch and not plan on an immediate response on your application.  Please note that all income on the application must include everyone in the household and is subject to verification this year.  Students receiving a free or reduced lunch last year must reapply this year, however, they will be allowed the same services for the first week of school.  Any student destroying or losing his/her ticket will be assessed 25¢ for replacement cost.  Free and reduced price lunch tickets must not be given or sold to anyone!

BREAKFAST PROGRAM

We will begin our Breakfast Program on Wednesday, August 23, 2006.  We will begin 

serving breakfast at 7:15 a.m. and will not serve anyone after 7:45 a.m.  Students may 

pick and choose which days they want to eat and the guidelines for free and reduced breakfasts are the same as the lunch guidelines.  The forms you turn in for lunches will also serve for the Breakfast Program and only one form per family needs to be returned to 
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the school.  Students eating at the Breakfast Program will remain in the cafeteria until school begins at 7:50 a.m.  Breakfast menus will be available and needed changes will be made as we become more operational.  Prices are as follows:  Full – 65 cents, Reduced – 30 cents, and Free.
X.  BAND

Grades 5 and 6 will be involved in elementary band this year.

XI.   GUM, CANDY, AND SNACKS

Gum, candy, and snacks have no place at Fairview Elementary.  They are unsanitary, disrupt classes, waste time, distract others, and create many problems which distract from our educational goals.

Gum should not be in any classes, hallways, or cafeteria.  If candy or snacks are brought in as part of a lunch, they may be eaten at lunch time only in the cafeteria.

Please take pride in your school and help us keep it clean, orderly, and attractive by not chewing gum or eating candy.

XII.   BICYCLES

Students in grades 4-6 may ride bicycles to school.  Bikes are subject to the rules that automobiles must follow.  They must be ridden in the street and not on the sidewalks.  When on the school grounds the bicycles must be walked.  Bikes must be parked in the bike rack and it is the responsibility of the rider to see that the bike is secured.  Bikes are not to be ridden during school hours.  Bikes should never carry passengers.

XIII.   BOOKMOBILE
Our school is serviced by Bookmobile #10, The Huck Finn, which will visit us on the following Wednesdays and Thursdays:  September 20-21, October 18-19, November 15-16, January 3-4-31, February 1-28, March 1, April 4-5, and May 2-3.

· These dates may be subject to change upon notification from the St. Louis County Bookmobile.
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XIV.   ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DRESS CODE

All Students - Boys and Girls

1.  Reasonable cleanliness of both person and clothing is required.

2.  Dress code consists of a white top with a collar, dark blue uniform bottoms, dark shoes, and dark belt if bottoms with loops are worn.  Bottoms consist of pants, skirts, shorts, jumpers, or skorts. Regular or oversized t-shirts may not be worn as a uniform shirt.

3.  Writing on tops is limited to school logo and/or school name. Nike, Tommy, Adidas, Princess and Trouble etc, are not acceptable.
4.  T-shirts worn underneath tops, must be white, tucked into pants and have no writing on them.

5.  Hair must be kept clean and combed.

6.  Shoes must be worn at all times.  It is recommended, for health reasons, that socks or stockings be worn with shoes.

7.  Hats are the only head gear permitted to be worn to school.  No headgear is to be worn during school hours, this includes hoods on jackets and sweaters.

8.  Undergarments should be covered at all times.

Girls
1.  The length of skirts, shorts, jumpers, and skorts must end at least at the tip of the fingertip when standing and arms are at the side.

2.  Blouses - Blouses must be tucked inside of skirts and slacks.

Boys

1.  Pants  must be neat and clean and fit properly.  SAGGING PANTS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED.  BELTS MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.

2.  Shirts - Shirttails must be tucked inside of pants.  

Children are permitted to bring only a hoodless jacket or sweater to wear inside the classrooms if they are too cool either from the air-conditioning or changing weather.

The decision, of how to best handle inappropriately dressed students, will be made at the time of identification.

XV.   RULES OF CONDUCT

SECTION 7.42 – RULES OF CONDUCT ON SCHOOL PROPERTY

By Missouri Law, Boards of Education have the responsibility of providing an educational program for all students who legally reside within their attendance boundaries.  They are to establish necessary rules and regulations for the governance of their schools.   In conjunction with these obligations, all parties are hereby notified that in 
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addition to the rules and regulations established at each elementary, junior, and senior high school (under the leadership and authorization of the building principal), the following acts of behavior by any individual on school property or while attending any school function or event will be judged as acts of misconduct and the offender will be subject to disciplinary action.  Penalties for such offenses may include, but not be limited to, restitution of damages, suspensions, expulsions, and/or possible legal action.

1.  Physical abuse or the threat of physical abuse against any person or any other conduct which threatens or endangers the health, safety, or physical well-being of any such person.

2.  Possession of firearms, ammunition, knives, or other dangerous weapons, substances or materials.

3.  Illegal use or possession of drugs on school properties.

4.  Use or possession of alcoholic beverages on school properties.

5.  Setting a fire on school property.

6.  Theft of or damage to property of the school district or the personal property of any individual in attendance at a school function.

7.  Refusal to attend classes as scheduled.

8.  Obstruction or disruption of the teaching process, administrative, or disciplinary procedures, or other school functions or events.

9.  Unauthorized entry, occupation, or use of any school facility.

10.  
Interference with the lawful right of access by any person to school facilities.

11.  Any act that is deemed by the school administrator to be injurious, detrimental, or dangerous to the health, safety, and physical well-being of other persons.

12.  Any act which is deemed by the school administrator to be disruptive to the normal operation of the school or school activity at any time, day or night.

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XVI.  DISCIPLINE

Appropriate behavior is expected of all students at Fairview Elementary.  Without the proper actions, respect and considerate behavior, we cannot provide the optimal educational opportunity and environment for learning.  Research has clearly shown that the best and most effective schools are those with orderly and well-disciplined students.  Discipline problems interfere with learning and destroy the learning atmosphere of the school.  When teachers must constantly deal with misbehavior and petty problems they are prevented from conducting organized, effective classes and activities.  Improper behavior will not be tolerated and will be dealt with accordingly to maintain an orderly, conducive learning atmosphere.  Serious behavior problems, fighting, vandalism, theft, truancy, and defiant acts toward any staff member will result in placement in the Alternative School Center, loss of privileges, suspension from school or other administrative reprimands and may include a police or juvenile court referral.

XVII.   HALL BEHAVIOR

Hall behavior should be orderly and considerate of others.  Yelling, pushing, arguing, slapping, hitting, kicking, fooling around, and running are not permitted.  Students who cannot maintain proper hall behavior will be reprimanded and disciplined accordingly.

XVIII.   LOCKERS
1.  Lockers will be assigned to 3rd, 4th, 5th, and 6th grade students.

2.  Because we have a limited number of lockers, more than one student will be assigned to a locker.

3.  No valuables, books, or class materials should be kept in the lockers.

4.  Lockers should be used in the morning after students have been received in their classrooms and given permission to return to the hallway by the teacher and at the end of the school day.

5.  Coats, hats, gloves, boots, umbrellas, etc., should be hung in the lockers and should not be worn in the classroom.

6.  Lockers must be cleaned out frequently with no posters or stickers being stuck to the doors.

7.  Combination locks, if used, must be workable by all students sharing the locker and the combination must be given to the teacher.
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XIX.   MEDICAL
1.  Emergencies


It is necessary that the school be supplied with emergency telephone numbers so we can contact the parents or other designated persons in case a student becomes ill or is injured.  If a child becomes ill and cannot continue to function here at school, parents will be called to come pick up the student.

2.  Immunizations

We are required by law to keep and monitor immunization records.  When proper immunizations are not maintained, we are required to suspend the student from school until he/she has made arrangements to comply with the regulations.

3.  Hearing Screening

The hearing of all first, third, and fifth grade students, and all new students is checked each year.  Parents are notified when a hearing problem is suspected.

4.  Medication at School

Only medicine prescribed by a doctor will be administered at school.  Parents must come into the office and fill out the appropriate forms.  Students must come to the office to take the medicine.  The medicine must be in the prescribed container.

XX.   PHONE USE
Students are not allowed to use the phone except in emergency situations and then under the direct supervision of a staff member.  Students will not be called from class (except in extreme emergencies) to receive telephone calls.  

XXI.   PARENT ORGANIZATIONS

Mothers’ Club 

The Fairview Elementary Mothers’ Club meets the second Friday of each month at Fairview Center.  All mothers are invited to join them.

P.T.O.

The Fairview Elementary Parent-Teacher’s Organization meets the third Tuesday of each month in the Cafeteria at 7:00 p.m.

XXII.  SACC

We are very pleased to announce that the SACC Program will be in operation at Fairview Elementary School starting August 23, 2006.  Registration is open now and can be done at Fairview Elementary School at 653-8070.
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SACC provides supervised learning and child care before and after school.

STUDENTS NOT ENROLLED IN THE SACC PROGRAM ARE NOT TO BE AT SCHOOL BEFORE 7:50 A.M. AND CANNOT LOITER AFTER BEING DISMISSED FROM SCHOOL.

XXIII.   FIGHTING

When students choose to fight at school, on the way to school, or on the way home after school, we consider this a very serious offense, as it is one of the most educationally disruptive incidents that takes place at school.  The following procedures will be followed when students get in fights:

FIRST FIGHT
1.  A parent conference will be held with the students involved and their parents.

2.  Students will be assigned to the Intervention to Suspension Room (ITS) for three (3) days.  Students will lose their “Fight Free” privileges.

SECOND FIGHT
1.  A parent conference will be held with the students involved and their parents.

2.  The student fighting the second time will be suspended from school for one (1) day and be assigned to the ITS room for four (4) days.

THIRD FIGHT

1.  A parent conference will be held with the students involved and their parents.

2.  The student fighting the third time will be suspended for three (3) days and assigned to the ITS room for five (5) days.

· Students may be given a ten (10) day suspension and be placed in the Alternative    

      Learning Center, at the discretion of the building principal.

XXIV.   INTERVENTION TO SUSPENSION ROOM

When students exhibit severe disruptive behaviors that interfere with their learning and the classroom instruction, they may be assigned to the Intervention to Suspension Room (ITS) rather than being suspended from school.

1.  The student’s teacher will send their assignments to the ITS room, the student will complete them in the room, and they will be returned to their regular classroom teacher.                         

2.
Students not following the rules in the ITS room will be suspended for at least three (3) days.
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3.
Students assigned to the ITS room will also work on social skills to help them avoid repeating the same behaviors that got them sent to the ITS room.

4.
Students will not be allowed to attend any special classes or activities while in the ITS room.

5.
Students will eat their lunch with the ITS room supervisor and not with their classmates.

6.  Students will be dismissed at 3:10 p.m.

7.
Students who refuse to follow rules 1-6 may be subjected to placement in the Alternative Learning Center (ALC).

XXV.  FIGHT FREE SCHOOL PROGRAM

We must provide a safe environment for children if they are to be successful in their academic pursuits.  A fight at school is one of the most educationally disruptive things that happen at school.  We have joined with many county schools in our effort to try and teach students healthy ways to solve problems rather than resorting to violence.  Students who do not fight will have many opportunities to take part in activities here at school.  These privileges will be removed from those who choose to fight.  Some of the activities are as follows:  Field Trips, Assemblies, Recreational Programs, Student Council, Inter-Com Announcers,  Track and Field Day, Academic Bowl Teams, School Patrol, Christmas Programs, and Inter-Mural Sports.

We will send out more information after we get all the guidelines established.  Please advise your child not to fight and to talk with you, his/her teacher, or the counselor when they encounter a problem which they think may cause them to fight.  There are also student mediators to help them with their problems.
